 7. broad, flat, sheet of connective tissue extending from the fibrous wrapping of the muscle to connect with another structure

 10. sustained and steady contraction, combined effort of several muscle fibers to maintain the muscle in contraction

 11. coarser sheath which covers each fascicle

 13. layer of dense fibrous connective tissue under the superficial fascial
