ORAL PRACTICAL INJURY SITUATIONS





A football player receives a blow to the jaw while covering a punt in a football game.  He has malocclusion of the upper and lower teeth on the right with a closed deformity of his right mandible.  He was just wearing a mouthpiece and does not remember getting hit.  Please EXPLAIN & DEMONSTRATE your evaluation procedure.  You may utilize any of the equipment and supplies provided before you.  THIS IS NOT A NECK INJURY.  Please state when you are finished.  You have 8 minutes.  You may begin when ready.





FACIAL INJURIES SCENARIOS





A basketball player has fallen and sustained what appears to be a superficial cut on the back of the head.  The cut is bleeding profusely.  What anatomical structure(s) have been damaged?  How serious is this injury likely to be?





An individual has come to you with a scalp laceration that is bleeding freely.  How will you care for this injury?  What concerns must you keep in mind when dealing with a bleeding head wound?





A lacrosse player stepped in front of an opposing player who was taking a shot on goal.  The ball impacted the jaw of your player.  Although your player was wearing a mouth guard, the player is bleeding from the mouth and they are unable to bring their teeth together.  What has happened here, and how are you going to manage this traumatic injury?





In fielding a softball, the pitcher was struck on the side of the nose when the ball bounced unexpectedly.  The nose is bleeding and appears to be swollen at the top.  How will you assess this injury to determine how serious it is?  How will you manage it?





A basketball player was struck in the mouth by an opponent's elbow.  The inside of the upper lip is bleeding.  At least three teeth are loose and one tooth appears to be broken in half.  How will you manage this injury?  Can the top part of the tooth be reattached?





A wrestler was not wearing his protective headgear during practice when he began to complain about a burning, aching sensation on his outer ear.  It appears to be somewhat inflamed and sensitive to touch, but no swelling is apparent.  How will you manage this injury?  What signs might indicate a more serious problem?





A volleyball player collided with a teammate and was struck in the eye by a shoulder.  The eye is swollen and closed.  Attempts to open the eye produce excessive tearing and discomfort for the individual.  How will you assess this injury to rule out a serious underlying condition?
