Miscellaneous policies

1. In rare instances when constant and direct line-of-site visual contact between the field experience supervisor and the student athletic trainer is not feasible, there is to be constant and direct communication via two-way radio and/or cellular phone between the clinical instructor and the student athletic trainer.  In these instances, the distance between the two parties is not to be greater than 200 yards.

2. A student athletic trainer will “NEVER” be left alone at a practice without having an ATC at least 200 yards away according to the above supervision policy.

3. During Christmas, or other Holidays, student athletic trainers are not to attend practices or games or do any other type of student athletic training duties unless 100% directly supervised.

4. The staff ATC will always try to be on time to practices and events except for rare emergencies.

5. In no way will the supervising ATC jeopardize the Accreditation of the Athletic Training Education Program by leaving a student athletic trainer unsupervised.

6. The SAT will always be directly supervised when performing rehabilitation, no matter the location.

This document is only subject to interpretation by the University of Northern Iowa Athletic Training Program Director.  Therefore, rationale for not following these policies and procedures will not be tolerated.

We, the athletic training faculty and staff at the University of Northern Iowa fully support and endorse the above policy.  By our signatures below we indicate that we will follow these procedures 100% and will be subject to disciplinary action if not followed.
